Thank you for giving us the opportunity to tell you more about our Pageant Program...

Scholarship Productions was formed in 2003...we have produced over 40 Scholarship Pageants throughout Southern California during
the past 7 years, and have awarded over $30,000 in Scholarships!

Our pageants are “natural” wholesome pageants...No experience is necessary, just smiles and enthusiasm. The County of San Diego
Princess Pageant, is a Countywide Pageant...contestants are required to live in San Diego County, any community/city within the
County borders...many of our pageants are “area specific’ such as our Lemon Grove and Spring Valley Pageants, participants must
live in the area specific to the title name!

Remember, you may only win one Princess Pageant title per year! The reigning Miss California Princess titieholders are not eligible to
enter Princess Pageants the year of their reign!

As San Diego County covers such a vast area...weeks of rehearsals are not possible...the pageant starts with a Parade of Beauty...as
a group - the young ladies will walk across the stage during the Opening of the Pageant...she will stop in the center of the stage, smile
and then exit the stage, all in a group...then each young lady will walk onto the stage alone...no fancy runway type modeling...straight
walking only... she will stop center stage and smile for the judges and the audience, she will turn (walk) a complete circle and smile
again for the judges, then the MC will approach her and ask an age appropriate question(s), she will then exit the stage.

Judging Guidelines:

The young ladies are judged on a total package of facial beauty, poise, personality projection, posture and good grooming...each
young lady ages 6-12 will be asked an age appropriate question by the pageant's M.C...contestants ages 13-21 will be asked two
questions, including current event questions. Remember, this is a natural pageant, please do not put dark lipstick on girls ages 6-12
years...excessive makeup, or extreme hair styles are not recommended for any age! Let your natural beauty shine! Every girl is a
Princess.

Attire:

Ages 6-12 years may wear a short dress or a formal gown...age appropriate attire is suggested. Ages 13-21 are required to wear a
formal gown, prom type dress. We are not judging fashions...we are looking for young ladies that enjoy being in the spotlight and have
great smiles and personalities.

That's all there is to it. We don’t have a long list of rules and regulations...we want everyone to have fun and to “just be yourself’, meet
new friends and gain self esteem and confidence.

Awards:
Each participant ages: 6-12 years receives a rhinestone tiara. Pageant age division winners receive a crystal tiara, satin sash and
flowers. Talent competition winners receive a Talent Stars Trophy. “Best” winners receive a trophy.

Additional Awards - Advance to the State Finals:

The winners of each pageant age division will receive a $125 entry fee voucher for the 2011 Miss California Princess State Finals
scheduled for November 5 & 6, 2010! Pageant Runner-ups will receive a $75 entry fee voucher for the State Finals.
