All Rehearsals will be held at the Alpine Community Ctr., Thursdays! 

2/18, 2/25, 3/4, 3/11 -  6-7:30 PM.  -   
Mandatory Dress Rehearsal Saturday, 3/13/2010 at Alpine Elementary School 2/4:00 PM (subject to change.)  

 

Participants are required to attend a minimum of 3 of the 4 rehearsals and the mandatory dress rehearsal 

to participate in the on stage program and receive their participation tiara and sash. If you can’t make this 

commitment, please wait until next year to participate!  Rehearsals are closed to parents, except for the 

last 15 minutes!  Thank you for your cooperation! 

 

The fee to participate is $75, each participant may secure a sponsor to pay her participation fee, or family 

and friends may sponsor. 

 

The on-stage Pageant Finals will be held Sunday, March 14, 2010, each person in attendance is required 

to purchase a tickets.  Tickets to the on-stage pageant program: pre-sale tickets cost $10 each, after 

3/4/2010 tickets cost $15 each. 

 

Each participant is required to purchase a Princess Pageant T-shirt, cost $15. 

 
Participation fee ($75) and Pageant T-shirt fees ($15) DUE February 18th, participants can not 

participate in rehearsals until all paperwork is signed – submitted and all fees paid. ($90) – 

Final day to enroll in the 2010 Program is February 25, 2010. 

 

To take full advantage of the training offered the girls are asked to dress appropriate (no flip flops) and 

display good grooming during rehearsals. To be discussed during Orientation.

Eligibility rules and regulations: 
1. Participants must be between the ages of 6 and 12 years old, (age as of 01/01/2010, participants 

may move up an age division). 

2. Contestant must be a resident or attend school in one of the following communities:  Alpine, Dehesa, 

Crest, Blossom Valley or Harbison Canyon for at least two (2) months prior to the pageant.  

Residency is based on home address.  Please submit a copy of birth certificate and proof of residency 

with “Official Entry Form” to the Director. 

3. The Miss Alpine’s Princess Pageant Personal Development Program will cover: public speaking, 

interview techniques, runway modeling, good grooming, stage presence and an Opening Number 

dance routine.  Contestant will be responsible for all wardrobe costs for her participation in the 

pageant.  3 Outfits will be required:  Interview Outfit, a nice school outfit (no jeans); Opening 

Number Outfit (Pageant t-shirt and white shorts); Party Dress or Gown and appropriate shoes for 

each outfit. 

4. The Associated Pageants of Alpine has the option to cancel the 2010 Pageant Personal Development 

Program if less than 15 participants.  Age divisions may be combined if less than 5 participants per 

age division. 

 

Pageant Awards: 

 Each participant that completes the program will receive a rhinestone tiara and a pageant sash. 

 Titleholders will receive a satin sash, presentation flowers, a $100 Savings Bond and a $125 Entry 

Fee Scholarship to the 2011 Miss California State Finals Pageant. 

 2 Alternates will be named in each age division (age divisions may be combined if less than 5 

participants per age division); alternates will receive a satin sash, presentation flowers and a $75 

Entry Fee Scholarship to the 2010 Miss California State Finals Pageant.  

 People’s Choice Princess, will receive a satin sash, a Princess Tiara and be featured in next year’s 

pageant program book.
